A Fellowship Opportunity  -   Our Transylvanian Chu rch……  
 If you are fairly new to our church community, you may not realize that we have a part-
ner church in the Transylvanian region of what is now largely Romania.  Due to a fortuitous set 
of circumstances in that region nearly 500 years ago, many believe that Unitarianism was born 
there at that time.  In the mountainous region of Transylvania, that Unitarian faith was main-
tained, despite much hardship and remoteness.  We American UU’s have sought to be in fellow-
ship with these Unitarians, our brothers and sisters in faith, and have set up a Partnership 
Church program to match American UU congregations with those in Transylvania.  It is a pro-
gram where we strive to build a good relationship with that church, be in communication with 
them and help them out on occasion maybe as well.  It is a cultural exchange where we can 
learn and appreciate our differences and honor our similar roots and beliefs.  We have been one 
of those American churches, and in previous years have had many exchanges with our 
matched church in Transylvania.  But, in the last few years that has dwindled and we enter-
tained the idea of severing our tie with it. 

 In trying to determine whether we wished to keep our relationship with that congregation 
or not, we recently discovered some interesting facts.  One, the minister there that some had 
met in the past has retired, and our partner church has just gotten a new Unitarian minister, a 
relatively young man in his 30’s who is married and has two young children.  He speaks ade-
quate English and his wife’s English is perfect.  He has an e-mail address and a cell phone, 
which is becoming more and more the norm even in that remote region.  Second, if we do sever 
our tie with them, there is a rather long waiting list of Transylvanian Unitarian churches waiting 
to be matched with an American one.  So, they would be without a partner for a rather long time.  

 Thus, the board and Rev. Lyn would like to know if there are any in our congregation 
that would like to head up a small committee that would oversee revitalizing our relationship with 
our partner church.  It would entail being in communication with people there, setting up, per-
haps, some opportunities here where various congregants can be involved with them through 
letters and emails and perhaps sending  items to them.  Translations to and from English will no 
longer be a cumbersome concern!  We could even plan a visit to their country or invite them to 
ours.  It is an opportunity for us all – from the adults to the children – to learn more about them 
and their country and develop again a relationship and an experience that can enrich us all.
